Overview

This tour includes a visit to the workshop of Mr. Hajime Okawa, one of the 
few traditional craftsmen who have continued the 500-year-old tradition of 
Odawara lacquerware. It also includes a lacquer polishing lesson, where 
you can create your own uniquely patterned lacquerware piece. The 
finished pieces will be sent to you after undergoing the lacquering process 
by a craftsman (international shipping is possible; takes about 1 to 2 
months).
Note: Please avoid getting too close to tools in the workshops to avoid 
sharp objects and stray woodchips. This activity is not available for children 
under 6 years.
